The move into Year 10 signals an important and significant step in life for your child as they are now 
on the journey towards GCSE and Level 2 courses.  In order to make this a successful transition, your 
child will need your support and guidance along that journey.

Research has shown that 
students who receive structured parental support achieve more highly and are more motivated.  This 
is a chance for you to be actively involved in your child’s learning and to build an even stronger 
partnership for progress with the school and we hope it will give you the information you need to 
support your child, both academically and emotionally, through the next two years.   
 
Work Experience 2024  
 
All students in Year 10 will complete a one week work placement towards the end of the academic 
year, this is currently scheduled for the week beginning 1st July 2024.  This is a valuable experience to 
help young people make decisions about their own future, gain employability skills and meet others 
from the world of work.  Students can either source their own placement or gain support from the 
school in doing this.
