Describe – to give a detailed account 
Explain – to make something clear or easy to understand by describing and then giving information/examples to support points
Compare – estimate, measure, or note the similarity or dissimilarity between beliefs
Evaluate – form an idea of different beliefs/arguments and assess their strengths and weaknesses
Analyse – examine (something) methodically and in detail, typically in order to explain and interpret it
Imago Dei – a Latin phrase meaning ‘in the image of God’, the idea that humans reflect God’s nature
Redemption – The act of saving a person from sin or suffering 
Communion of Saints – all Christians on earth, in heaven and in purgatory; together they are united as the Church. 
Holy Orders – the Sacrament at the service of communion in which the grace and spiritual power to sanctify others is conferred by the placing of the bishop’s hands on a candidate
Atonement – the action of making up for or repairing the damage done as a result of wrong behaviour 
Common Good – the belief that if all people work together to improve the wellbeing of others, all of society will thrive. 
Salvation – the process of being saved from sin and returning to God through God’s grace
Option for the poor – priority being given to the well-being of the poor 
Sanctity of Life – all life is holy as it is created and loved by God
Transcendent – the idea that God is beyond and outside life on earth and the universe; a quality of God
Stewardship – the duty to look after the environment on behalf of God
Incarnation – God taking on the human condition in Jesus 
Creed – a statement of faith 
Consubstantial – literally ‘of one being’ showing that the Father, Son and Spirit are not separate entities but one God
Evangelism – preaching the good news about Jesus to other people
