Find something you have in common with the group. Think about your own experiences. You
could say, “l saw that movie”, or “I have that game at home”. Keep your comments short.

Ask to join the group. Wait for a pause in the conversation. You could say, “Can | walk with you?”.

‘ Accept ‘no’ for an answer. Sometimes people don’t want you to be part of the group. Don’t
argue or complain. Go and ask someone else.
